School Age Credential

This credential is awarded for successful completion of
the 3-credit hour introductory course in out-of-school
time care at one of the 16 technical/community colleges
in the state.

REQUIREMENT

If you have completed SAC 101 with a grade of “C” or
higher, you are eligible to receive the SC School Age
Credential and pin.
